Material Guide

The Guide range of gloves has been developed using a variety of materials each specifically selected to give the best performance in its particular application.

Cowhide grain is a very strong, hard wearing, tear resistant and robust hide that tolerates tough use and gives relatively good protection against moisture. Cowhide provides the thickest leather which is ideal for all round gloves especially in aggressive, wear and tear, environments.

Pigskin grain is the most commonly used leather material for working gloves. Pigskin is relatively less expensive and breathes through small holes left from the hair follicles. It does not protect against moisture but, with different treatment methods, a very strong, but soft, leather can be produced.

Goatskin grain is a very pliable and durable hide which is slightly thinner than pigskin grain. This makes it ideal for gloves requiring good sensitivity and finger dexterity. Natural fats in the leather give good protection against moisture.

Grain hide is the leather’s upper side – the smooth side. It is used for, amongst other things, heat protection and welding gloves as it provides better protection against heat radiation than split leather does.

Split hide is the underside of the leather, produced when the leather is split lengthways. The surface acquires a rough, napped texture which provides good grip. Split leather is more porous which gives poorer moisture protection when compared to grain leather.

Natural rubber (Latex) is used in all kinds of gloves. It is both very elastic and resistant to cutting and wear and tear. Gloves made from natural rubber provide good chemical protection against alcohol and cleaning solvents.

Nitrile rubber is a synthetic composition of butadiene and acrylonitrile to create a material that is both durable and resistant to cuts and punctures. The material gives a very good dry grip and is very impervious to oil, solvents, grease, etc.

PVC (vinyl) is distinguished by its good durability and wet and dry grip. Gloves made of PVC give good protection against many water soluble chemicals such as cleaning chemicals and limited protection against organic solvents.

Butyl rubber is a gas and liquid tight material which provides good protection against acids. Recommended when air tight protection is required against gas and dust.

PVA gives excellent protection against dangerous organic solvents, chlorinated solvents, petroleum solvents and even trichloroethylene.



EN Standards for Working Gloves explained.
EN standards for working gloves
Throughout this catalogue there are references to different EN and ISO standards for working gloves. Guide take great care to ensure that all their gloves conform to the very latest standards and industry norms. The following is a brief summary of the key standards for working gloves.

EN388 relates to gloves giving protection from mechanical risks. It is normally followed by a 4 digit code where the first digit covers resistance to abrasion, the second blade cut resistance, the third tear resistance and the fourth puncture resistance. Each digit is graded 1 to 4 (5 for blade cut resistance) with the higher the number the greater the protection.

EN374 specifies the capability of the glove to protect the user against chemicals and micro organisms. It covers degradation, penetration, permeation and has different levels.

EN407 relates to gloves giving protection from thermal hazards. The code is followed by 6 digits which refer to (in order) resistance to flammability, resistance to contact heat, resistance to convective heat, resistance to radiant heat, resistance to small splashes of hot metal and resistance to large splashes of molten metal. Each is graded 1 to 4 with 4 being the highest level, an X indicates that the test is not performed as it is not applicable.

EN420 defines the general requirements for protective gloves in terms of construction, fitness for purpose, safety, etc .It covers pH values, chrome content, substances which may cause allergies and size measurement.

EN455 specifies the requirements and tests for single use medical gloves and covers impermeability, sizing, strength, thickness, elasticity and biological safety qualities.

EN511 relates to protection against cold. It is normally followed by a 3 digit code, the first shows resistance to convective cold, the second resistance to contact cold and the third permeability to water.

EN10819 relates to gloves giving protection against vibration and implies that the gloves shall not enhance vibrations with a moderately strong frequency (31.5Hz to 200Hz) and will reduce vibrations by 40% when at a high frequency (200Hz to 1250Hz).

EN12477 for welding gloves describes the level of hand and wrist protection. There are two levels – A refers to gloves that give a higher protection against heat and B refers to gloves that give a lower level of protection but are more pliable and flexible.
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
